Recently, 57 
youths from the age of eight upwards took part in a day of 
waterfowl identification, boat and water safety, proper lay 
outs for field, marsh and big water hunting, retriever 
training, duck and goose calling, proper gun handling 
techniques, all wrapped around a great lunch and safety 
tips from experienced waterfowlers!!

The RBWA ‘Jeff Bechard’ Memorial Mentored New 
Hunter Marsh Event takes place on the second Sat in the regular 
duck season. (We cannot give you a confirmed date until the 
waterfowl season dates have been announced by the CWS.) Last year 
37 new hunters, both male and female, participated in this hunt held at 
Rondeau Provincial Park. The hunt involves arrival at Rondeau Prov. 



Park on Friday night, a camp fire supper, meeting the mentors who will take the new hunters out in the 
morning, a discussion with the Park biologist, camping overnight, breakfast in the morning at the 
Waterfowl Office, transportation to the blinds with the mentors, a hunting experience until 10:00 am, 
return with mentors to the waterfowl office, and a 
lunch. 
 
To participate in the Marsh Event, youths must 

a) Be between 12 and 16 years of age, 
b) Have a small game license and a Migratory 

Bird Stamp or Apprentice Hunter Safety Card, 
c) Sign up on the Education Day or by
